	During the daytime on Mercury it is hot enough to melt lead.  At night carbon dioxide could freeze.

Venus is just a little smaller than Earth.
Mars has two small potato-shaped moons.  Phobos the largest, and Deimos the smallest and less cratered of the two.  They are both thought to be captured asteroids.

The Great Red Spot on Jupiter is a huge storm about the size of two Earth's set side by side.  
All the gas giants have ring systems, but amateur astronomers can see only Saturn's from Earth with ease.
Uranus rotates on its side and it is thought that only the impact of an object the size of the Earth could do this.
Pluto has by far the most tilted path in relation to the plane of the orbit of the other planets (the ecliptic), and its orbit is, by far, the most elliptical.  

An object with the size and mass of Mars is thought to have collided with our smaller primitive world.  The result was the formation of our Moon in orbit around an Earth the size and mass it is today.
 Asteroids are sometimes known as minor planets.  There are thought to be millions of small, boulder-sized asteroids, and there may be hundreds of thousands of them bigger than 1 km across.
A comets tail always points away from the Sun.

A meteor (shooting star) is the bright flash of light you can see in the sky.  It is not the name of the meteoroid coming in.  On the ground you might find a meteorite.
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
