	Sometimes, but only sometimes, pupils are lost for words.  So before the planetarium visit to your school you might like to encourage them to ask questions.  This doesn’t preclude them asking anything about astronomy for themselves, in fact we hope it will set the scene for many interesting questions.  However, just in case, here are some examples for you to prompt them.
· Why does an astronaut weigh less on the Moon than on Earth?

· Why does the Moon sometimes look different?

· Why is it dark at night?

· What is a day/week/year? 

· How old is the Sun?

· Will the Sun ever stop shining?
· How far away is the nearest star?   (A catch question!)
· Is the North Star the brightest in the night sky?
· Why is the Earth/Sun/Moon like a ball?
· What is the Solar System/Milky Way/Galaxy?
· What are comets/asteroids?
· Why do the tails of comets always point away from the Sun?
· What really killed the dinosaurs?
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
